Our Guest Speaker on May 13, 

2009 was Cat Taylor, Integrity 

Technologist at CNRL.  Cat has 

worked in the Oil & 

Gas Industry for 

approximately 27 

years, the past 9 ½ 

years with CNRL.  Her 

enthusiasm for this 

industry was rekindled 

by the constantly new 

and expanding field of 

pipeline integrity . 

What is Integrity?  

As a field of work, 

Integrity refers to the 

integrity of our pressurized 

production equipment ɬ pipelines, 

vessels and tanks. 

As a department, Integrity 

monitors potential sources of 

corrosion, makes 

recommendations for improved 

treatment and changes to improve 

the corrosive situation and 

ensures that the company is in 

compliance with the various 

government 

regulatory bodies that 

control the 

pressurized 

equipment.  

What is corrosion?  

Corrosion is the 

destruction of a metal 

through chemical 

reactions ɬ the most 

common form is 

rusting, which occurs 

when iron combines 

with oxygen and water.  

Corrosion involves the interaction 

of 4 elements ɬ Electrolytes, 

Anodic Site, Cathodic Site and an 

electrical connection between the 

Anode and Cathode.  

There are many forms of corrosion 

ranging from general attacks to 

localized corrosion. Corrosion 

begins by the contamination of the 

equipment, usually through 

trucked, workover and recycled 

fluids, as well as by Hydrostatic 

Testing. 

How can we control corrosion?  

The most effective method for 

controlling corrosion is by Pigging 

ɬ which means to keep the line 

clean.  Pigging involv es pushing 

fluids through the line using a pig.  

Pigs are selected by type ɬ 

squeegee, brush, foam or foam

devices that detect pitting, cracks, 

and anomalies in wall thickness.    

There are a wide variety of these 

digital d evices and what they 

detect will depend on the 

configuration of the pig and the 

type of sensors installed.  Pigging 

may be accompanied by chemical 

injection (inhibition).  

What is i nhibition?  

Inhibition is a chemical compound 

that when added to fluids or g as 

decreases the corrosion rate of the 

metal.  The inhibitors fall into 4 

Categories: 

Passivation - deposits a thin film 

on the metal, preventing contact 

between the corrosive element 

and the equipment  

Scavengers ɬ absorb or deactivate 

the corrosive produ ct 

Electrolyte

(here, moist soil)

Pipeline

Current (Ionic) 

Flow

Cathode Anode

Electron Flow (think 

of metal as the 

conductor) from the 

negative Anode to 

the Positive 

Cathode
